Wal-Mart Settles Sex-Discrimination Lawsuit:  Wal-Mart settled a sex-discrimination lawsuit recently. The suit was 

filed by the U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission (EEOC) under the Equal Pay Act and Title VII of the 
Civil Rights Act of 1964 when it was revealed that a Kentucky distribution center hired predominantly men between 

1998-2005.  The suit was settled with Wal-Mart agreeing to pay more than $11.7 billion in back wages and compensatory 
damages, and to hire female candidates for its next 50 job openings. 
 

In a complaint filed in federal court in 2003 (Mansourian, et al. v. Regents of the University of California, et al), women 
students claimed discrimination in areas protected under Title IX of the Education Amendment of 1972 and the Equal Protection 
Clause  In 2008, the federal judge ruled against the plaintiffs, but on February 8 of this year that ruling was overturned.  
Mansourianôs lawyer Kristen Galles said, ñThanks again to AAUW for its support. We used your money to pay for expensive court 
transcripts and exhibits and travel for the oral argument. Attorneys worked pro bono, but it is very difficult for public interest 
attorneys to pay huge court costs out of pocket, so AAUW support can mean the difference between a victory and no case at all.ò 
 

There are five continuing LAF-supported gender discrimination cases which recently received $5,000.

The Board recently approved the formation of an ad hoc committee to take a ñfresh lookò at the Book Sale.  The 2011 Book Sale 
will be the Branchôs 50th consecutive used book sale.  Itôs probably a good time to step back and assess the viability of 
continuing the Book Sale for the next 50 years.  The committee is charged with answering the questions: 
 

1. Is there anything else the Branch can do to continue (or increase) our level of fundraising? 
2. How do other Branches raise money? 
3. How can the Book Sale be improved? 

 

One or two members of the committee will research the first two questions.  To answer the third question, the committee will look 
at all areas of the current Book Sale, first by brainstorming ideas for improvement in all areas.  The best ideas can be researched 
further.  I expect that we will form two task forces, one to review Book Sale operations (sale location, collection, storage, pricing) 
and the other to review marketing and promotion, with a special look at new technologies. 
 

The timeframe for the committee will be short.  The kickoff will be in early May, and we will have some initial recommendations in 
time for the August Board meeting.  At the initial meeting to map out project, we will break into Task Forces of from one to three 
members each with assignments to research other fundraising possibilities and also for observation during this yearôs Book Sale.  
After the Book Sale (in June), weôll meet again to share findings and brainstorm other ideas for further study and follow-up.  Then 
weôll come together again in late July or early August for a final meeting to shape our conclusions and recommendations.

Ellyn.  For those of you not familiar with the program, it offers 8th graders the opportunity to imagine their life at 

age 25, including which job they would like to have and whether they might have a spouse and children.  They are given the 
salary for that profession, less income tax and sent on a "shopping spree" for the necessities of adult life:  housing, utilities, 
insurance, groceries, transportation, entertainment, childcare (if appropriate) and clothing.  Through the course of their visit, they 
must "purchase" the appropriate items for their needs deducting those expenses from their check register.  It's always an 
interesting and fast paced morning. 
 

We had hoped that the school would be able to provide enough parent volunteers to staff our "store" that morning but it doesn't 
look that way at this time.  We're putting out a call to any of you, experienced or not as Reality Store "employees" to join us on 
April 30th.  There will also be an optional training session before school on April 14th at Hadley for about an hour.   
The most important requirement is common sense and the ability to explain to an 8th grader what to consider when deciding to 
rent/buy, choosing a new or used car or a bus pass, and otherwise manage a budget to meet expenses.  It's always a lot of fun to 
witness the realization that "stuff is expensive!" which we hear every year.  Please contact either Sue Herrmann or Marla Felsten 
if you can help out on April 30th.

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Atrévete a Soñar:  ¡Educate!  -  Dare to Dream: Get Educated! 
  Dare to Dream Conference April 24, 2010  

The Dare to Dream project, our joint community outreach project with Elmhurst, Lombard, and 
Downers Grove Branches, continues to grow beyond our wildest imaginings.  As the Steering Committee 

looked at the success of our first conference last April, we realized that we owed these young Latina women much more than just 
a nibble of what the future might hold for them.  To experience consciousness raising without support can be very disappointing.   

 

Therefore, we have begun a process of support for the girls in their respective high schools.  This mentoring includes 
Latino/Latina clubs and counseling groups and this past Januaryôs all day STEM conference at Elmhurst College.  (Elmhurst 
College donated the facilities and college staff members to run the presentations, while the Dare to Dream AAUW team 
administrated the conference.)  We intend to monitor the girls through high school.  We are applying for another Association EOF 
Community Action Grant to fund this part of our continuing outreach.   We are considering adding an additional 1/2-day 
conference on personal relationship and health issues for young Latinas, which would include sessions on gang and other peer 
pressures and healthy relationships, including sex education issues. 

 

 Our second annual Dare to Dream Conference will be held on April 24, again at Elmhurst College, whose support of this 
conference through reduced rates, etc., has been wonderful.  We have close to 20 Branch members who will be involved in the 
conference.  Steering Committee members from our Branch include Maureen Sheehan who serves as conference registrar, and 
Pat Walton our food service maven.  Her skill at securing donation of food items for the continental breakfast is a marvel.  Cindy

Wolf Totem by Jiang Rong (translated by Howard Goldblatt)   When Jiang Rong's first novel was initially published in China in 
2004, it became an immediate best-seller, with over 2 million copies in print. Recently, Wolf Totem won the 2007 Man Asia Prize 

for fiction. Y͖ou don't have to read very far to discover why this book has made such a splash: Just before the Cultural 

Revolution, a young agricultural student from Beijing named Chen Zhen travels to Inner Mongolia ð a dense world of horses, 
sheep, grass, snow and wolves ð to learn the ropes of grassland farming. Soon thereafter, he begins to speculate about the 

wisdom of China's attempts to bureaucratize this ancient nomadic culture. ͖B͖efore it's over, Rong's novel becomes a passionate 

eulogy to this once ferocious and far-flung way of life, at the center of which is the lupine predator of the grasslands. The book 
has its longueurs (particularly a section about Chen Zhen's raising of a wolf cub), but for the most part, the novel brilliantly 
executes its story, and we watch with horror as the larger Chinese culture encroaches on this muscle-tough ð but ecologically 
fragile ð 2,000-year-old way of life. Five hundred bloody and instructive pages later, you just want to stand up and howl.
