She works at whatever job she can find, and teaches herself
English with a dictionary and a thesaurus. When her cousin Raisele, who Lillian thought had also been killed, turns up at her door
telling her that Sophie is alive, Lillian sets out across America and into Siberia to find her daughter. The Washington Post
declares, "The whole saga hurtles along, a rush of horrible, remarkable ordeals". Amy Bloom has been a finalist for the National
Book Award and the National Book Critics Circle Award.
