    So much has happened since the last Twigs came out.  While 2008ôs leaves are off the trees heading for recycling, our maple 
trees already show next yearôs buds forming, Congress is about to start its Bush lame-duck session.  The promise of a 
governmental spring fills us with hope while the economic landscape is still icy and foreboding. As we head into the dark of 
winter, we are warmed by the thoughts of family gatherings in those darkest months. Most, if not all, known religions and cultures 
celebrate an important festival near the winter solstice. In all of these celebrations, light is an important symbol of hope and life.   
With the election of Barack Obama, our nation is feeling hope. Many other nations of the world see our beacon burning more 
brightly again.   
     At the  District 4 AAUW-IL  fall conference  ñBreaking through Barriersò we were enlightened about AAUWôs newly adopted 
value promise  which states,  ñBy joining AAUW, you belong to a community that breaks through educational and economic 
barriers so that all women have a fair chance.ò  Certainly this value promise is a reworking of our mission statement ñadvancing 
equity for women and girls through advocacy, education and research.ò  Why then is there this new promise?

The value promise emphasizes that 
ñyouò are the reason.  Surely, our Association lobby personnel in Washington are the foot soldiers on the hill, but over 100.000 
women in 1300 branches are the constituency that makes the breakthroughs possible.  
 

   In addition, we took a close look at AAUWôs newest research report ñWhere the Girls Areò* which summarizes the research 
prompted by the charge that by emphasizing the education of girls, the education of boys was being hurt.  The research refutes 
this criticism clearly and dramatically.  In addition, the data shows that a studentôs success in school is primarily dependent on the 
income level of the family.  (What a surprise!)  Further, when low income studentsô test scores are sorted by ethnicity, hispanic 
childrenôs educational success lags far behind both whites and African-Americans.   (So our Dare to Dream Latina middle school 
conference is right on target.) 
Thanks to Phyllis Fogel, Jan Radil, Maureen Sheehan and Helen Westlake who attended this worthwhile  conference   
      

At the upcoming December 1 Dinner, we honor our new members who have enriched our local AAUW community, and we 
celebrate the over $4 million dollars that our members nationwide have contributed to provide fellowships to 250 women this 
year.

According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, outbreaks of the flu continued to increase in recent weeks, with 49 
states reporting widespread flu activity. However, millions of Americans still do not have the option of taking a sick day to care for 
family members or themselves without putting their jobs, their healthcare benefits, or their family stability at risk.  
 

According to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics, nearly half of American private-sector workers, including 21 million women, 
have no paid sick days. Only one in three has paid sick days for doctors' appointments or to care for a child. Low-wage workers 
are especially hard hit, with three in four workers without any paid sick days. A study published by the Kaiser Family Foundation 
found that 27 percent of low income workers put off getting health care because they cannot take time off from work, and 18 
percent of women at all income levels face this situation.  

 

Half of working mothers, who most often provide the lion's share of family care giving, report that they must miss work and often 
go without pay when caring for a sick child. With more than a third of Americans already experiencing significant elder care 
responsibilities, coupled with the aging of the baby boomers, the problem is likely to worsen in the years ahead. 
For these reasons, AAUW strongly supports the Healthy Families Act (S. 910/H.R. 1542). The bill provides full-time employees 
with seven paid sick days a year to be used for their own medical needs or to tend to the medical needs of a child, spouse or 
parent. Part-time employees would receive a pro-rated share of paid sick days.  
To urge your senators to cosponsor the Healthy Families Act, simply enter your zip code and click "Go!" to be taken to the "Take 
Action" section. There you can compose and send your message. If your senators have already signed on as cosponsors, you 
will be able to send them a message of thanks.

Next spring we will again offer the Reality Store program to eighth graders at Hadley Middle School in Glen Ellyn.  Our challenge 
before then is to update the display boards to reflect current prices in the different categories.  We are asking Branch members 
for help in this area.  If anyone would like to take on one of the categories:  housing, transportation, groceries, clothing, 
insurance, entertainment, childcare or utilities to update the costs, we would sincerely appreciate your help.  Perhaps there are 
members working in real estate or insurance, for example, for whom the task would prove pretty easy.   
 

For those of you unfamiliar with the Reality Store--it is a program that exposes 8th graders to the reality of household economics 
that they likely will face as young adults.  Each has been assigned a salary (less applicable income tax) matching the career/job 
they see themselves working at in their mid twenties, and they decide whether they think they will be married and have children.  
During the course of the morning, they progress through a series of stations to ñpurchaseò the above-mentioned necessities of 
independent living.   
 

At each station the display board tells how much to deduct from their check registers for their particular situation.  The goal is for 
each student to have a positive account balance at the end of the session.  In any event, weôve found that there is quite a bit of 
surprise at the expenses of real life and a fair amount of ñfinancialò juggling going on as they consider how to make ends meet.

Compellingly original in its conceit, Brennert's sweeping debut novel tracks the grim struggle of a Hawaiian woman who contracts 
leprosy as a child in Honolulu during the 1890s and is deported to the island of Moloka'i, where she grows to adulthood at the 
quarantined settlement of Kalaupapa. Rachel Kalama is the plucky, seven-year-old heroine whose family is devastated when first 
her uncle Pono and then she develop leprous sores and are quarantined with the disease. While Rachel's symptoms remain mild 
during her youth, she watches others her age dying from the disease in near total isolation from family and friends. Rachel finds 
happiness when she meets Kenji Utagawa, a fellow leprosy victim whose illness brings shame on his Japanese family. After a 
tender courtship, Rachel and Kenji marry and have a daughter, but the birth of their healthy baby brings as much grief as joy, 
when they must give her up for adoption to prevent infection. The couple cope with the loss of their daughter and settle into a 
productive working life until Kenji tries to stop a quarantined U.S. soldier from beating up his girlfriend and is tragically killed in the 
subsequent fight. The poignant concluding chapters portray Rachel's final years after sulfa drugs are discovered as a cure, 
leaving her free to abandon Moloka'i and seek out her family and daughter. Brennert's compassion makes Rachel a memorable 
character, and his smooth storytelling vividly brings early 20th-century Hawaii to life. Leprosy may seem a macabre subject, but 
Brennert transforms the material into a touching, lovely account of a woman's journey as she rises above the limitations of a 
devastating illness.
