Kristen Gal | es, t he cpnnemntedthatit f s
went great! Based on the questions and comments by the judges, she is very optimistic for a strong decision. It was helpful to
have so many civil rights groups submit amicus briefs on their behalf. It raised the profile for the court. She thanked AAUW for
signing on to the amicus brief written by the National Women's Law Center. There should be a written decision within six months.
If there is a positive outcome, the case will be remanded for trial in the district court. This case illustrates how signing amicus
briefs allows AAUW to influence the outcomes of strategic cases.
