THE SWEETHEART OF THE PRAIRIE PATH:

A TRIBUTE TO JEAN CARPENTER MOORING WHO HELPED MAKE A DREAM COME TRUE
Jean Carpenter Mooring enjoyed every outdoor activity in all seasons as she was growing up in Madison, Wisconsin. It was not
surprising, therefore, that she was inspired by a letter-to-the-editor that appeared in the Chicago Tribune in 1963. It was written
by naturalist May Theilgaard Watts, and it proposed making a linear park, a nature path, out of the abandoned Chicago, Aurora,
and Elgin railway. Jean and her husband Paul became charter members of the The lllinois Prairie Path not-for-profit corporation
in 1965, and it has been their leadership, tenacity, and hard work that has made Mrs. Watts' dream become a reality.

Today, the Path is enjoyed by thousands, and it serves as a model for other nature trails across the nation. Together, the
Moorings have done everything imaginable to promote, protect, and build the trail. Their efforts have inspired the DuPage
County Board, local municipalities, and hundreds of volunteers to become involved. They have maintained prairies, led annual
clean-ups, and installed mile markers, display cases, logo signs, drinking fountains, and a port-o-let. They count three steel
bridges as among their most cherished accomplishments...one over the East Branch of the DuPage River between Lombard and
Glen Ellyn, a second over the West Branch in Warrenville, and the third over an active railroad, two streets, and a park in
Wheaton. The bridge in Wheaton is called Volunteer Bridge. It was constructed by volunteer labor at a cost of only $25,000.

The Prairie Path now boasts 62 miles, and the Moorings have walked on every inch of it. A new bridge has extended the
path eastward from Maywood into Forest Park. Near their home in Glen Ellyn they have "adopted" a section of path where they
clean up regularly, improve drainage, weed, prune, etc. In that area, they oversaw the construction of 5 bridges over the East
Branch of the DuPage River. Their work as leaders, doers, and advocates continues. Jean has received national, state, and
local honors for her outstanding work. The Daily Herald named the Moorings among the "most infuential environmentalists in the
history of DuPage County." In 2000, Glen Ellyn celebrated "the vision, leadership and continuing accomplishments of Jean
Mooring, a woman guided by strong convictions and a soft heart, a woman to emulate, a role model for today's young, who has
enhanced our community not only through the creation of a celebrated nature preserve but also by the sharing of her beautiful
spirit." That spirit is reflected by the inscription on the bench the Moorings donated to the Path: Happiness is a winding trail.

AAUW's Legal Advocacy Fund Plaintiff's Case Settled
Physicist and AAUW Member Says Case Support Made the Difference

WASHINGTON - A plaintiff supported by the AAUW Legal Advocacy Fund, a program of the AAUW Educational
Foundation, has settled her sex discrimination lawsuit against Stony Brook University to the mutual satisfaction of all
parties.

Sherry Towers, a postdoctoral research scientist employed by the Stony Brook University's physics department until
2005, lost her job after complaining about discriminatory behavior she says was displayed by her immediate
supervisor. According to her complaint, Towers's supervisor became hostile toward her when she told him she was
pregnant and needed to work fewer hours following the birth of her second child. She alleges that she was effectively
fired in retaliation for complaining to the department head.

In December 2004, Towers sued under Title VIl of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, which prohibits employment
discrimination on the basis of race, color, sex, national origin, and religion. She also said her rights were violated
under the Family and Medical Leave Act. AAUW began supporting her case in 2007.

"This case illustrates a sad truth in America - employers often penalize mothers," said AAUW Executive Director
Linda D. Hallman, CAE. "Here is a brilliant woman that, despite her many accomplishments, was eventually forced to
abandon her chosen career path simply because she wanted another child."

Towers has an outstanding record of research and academic awards. In 2004, while performing research with the
Dzero Experiment, a multi-institutional collaboration of 700 physicists, she discovered evidence of a new particle. She
is now in the process of getting her license to teach high school physics and math in Indiana.

In April, Towers, a member of AAUW, addressed the AAUW state convention in Florida. "I believe the support from
AAUW was a critical aid in bringing my case to a resolution that was satisfactory to all parties. And | am so grateful for
the emotional support of the many AAUW members who took a personal interest in my case," Towers said.

Horan's ambitious first novel is a fictionalization of the life of Mamah Borthwick Cheney, best known as the woman who wrecked
Frank Lloyd Wright's first marriage. Despite the title, this is not a romance, but a portrayal of an independent, educated woman at
odds with the restrictions of the early 20th century. Frank and Mamah, both married and with children, met when Mamah's
husband commissioned Frank to design a house. Their affair became the stuff of headlines when they left their families to live
and travel together, going first to Germany, where Mamah found rewarding work doing scholarly translations of Swedish feminist
Ellen Key's books. Frank and Mamah eventually settled in Wisconsin, where they were hounded by a scandal-hungry press, with
tragic repercussions. Horan puts considerable effort into recreating Frank's vibrant, overwhelming personality, but her primary
interest is in Mamah, who pursued her intellectual interests and love for Frank at great personal cost. As is often the case when a
life story is novelized, historical fact inconveniently intrudes: Mamah's life is cut short in the most unexpected and violent of ways,
leaving the narrative to crawl toward a startlingly quiet conclusion. Nevertheless, this spirited novel brings Mamah the attention
she deserves as an intellectual and feminist.
