How AAUW Fellowships and Grants are Awarded: In the 2011-12 academic year, AAUW provided more than $3.7 million for
240 fellowships and grants to outstanding women, AAUW states, and Branches. According to Gloria Blackwell, AAUW's
director of fellowships, grants, and international programs, "Some programs look strictly at the scholar facts. We look for both
scholarly impact and future impact in the community. That's what sets us apart from other programs."
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There is a review panel for each of the six types of AAUW fellowships and grants: American Fellowships, Career Development
Grants, Community Action Grants, International Fellowships, International Project Grants, and Selected Professions
Fellowships. Each panel is then broken down into subpanels based on subtopic areas.

Reviewers in each subpanel are paired up. The pair is given a set number of applications to review; both partners read each
application. They then discuss and rank their top five to eight candidates. The reviewers come together each March with other
members of the subpanel to discuss their top choices. The panelists then make recommendations about who should be
selected, who should be alternates, and who should be encouraged to reapply next year. The recommendations are sent to the
AAUW Board of Directors, which makes the final decision.

Panel members include respected scholars, researchers, and practitioners. They are appointed by the AAUW Board for a
period of two years and can be reappointed for an additional two years. A member may serve another two-year term as a panel
chair. Last year, more than 130 panelists reviewed 3,500 applications.

From Inside AAUW: At a past AAUW - IL Convention, | heard Kathy Brenniman from the Lombard Branch and a Selection
Panelist at that time, talk about two applicants. Each were just outstanding. Imagine my shock when Kathy said both had been
denied! This is a highly competitive process.
