Where IS Everybody? Finding the Pyramid Builders of Peru

Revelations of the Americas Before Columbus (Charles Mann, 2005), you have an
idea of how to answer this question and also of just who is looking for those
pyramid builders of Peru. Our very own member and Professor of Anthropology at Northern Illinois
University, Winifred Creamer, has generously consented to fill us in on her current work excavating around
the great mounds built between 3000 -1800 BC along the coast of Peru. What new tales will she have to
tell? Inthe past, we 6 ve | earned that for these peopl e-tlaaghei ¢
land was used for cotton while food was provided by the sea, through trade, not grain or veggies. No
steel? Who needs it when textiles can be woven so well into bridges and nets and lots else? As for how
old the culture may be? Try 3250 BC and watch the double take by the archeological community. The
pyramids here maybesmaller t han t hose in Egypt, but Solwmwaspnr e
charge of all this? It looks like leaders with power seen only once before themd in Mesopotamia. Leaders
who could get people to organize and build pyramids, and see that they were fed and clothed and inspired.
Leaders who seem to have built these particular cities without defense walls, a puzzle to the prevailing
theory that cities arise as a need for defense. And leaders who seem to have considered a staff god
which, until now, was attributed only to the province of the Andes. There are the remains of adobe houses
and also of campsites, but not the vacation kind.

Winifred will tell us just who lived here permanently, and who camped out and why. Professor Creamer
and her husband Jonathan Haas (MacArthur Curator of North American Anthropology at the Field Museum)
have worked diligently, but with joy, in the vast spaces of Norte Chico, Peru, where they have stirred not
only the earth, but the world of anthropology. We know Winifred to be a friend and a marvelous speaker
who makes her enthusiasm ours as she shares her knowledge and work.

Another update on how the LAF cases are selected for support by AAUW.
Jill R. Birdwhistell the Chief of Strategic Advancement at AAUW gave this update in December.

As you know, in May, the Educational Foundation board directed Linda Hallman to issue a briefing about the LAF
transition in order to generate discussion and help us define the new criteria for LAF case selection. While in the past
we had some general guidlines regarding LAF eligibility, there were actually no specific criteria, which made it difficult
to have general clarity about what kinds of cases would be eligible for selection and what information was needed for
decision making. Over the last several months, we have received literally hundreds of comments, suggestions, and
recommendations regarding the plans for the expanded LAF. These helpful comments have provided the basis for the
revised LAF briefing, the LAF Case Support Criteria & Review Process, and the new forms we will use in the case
screening and decision-making process.

Previously, when LAF case support applications were posted on the AAUW website, we received large numbers of
applications for cases that were entirely unsuitable for LAF support. It took a great deal of staff time to read and
respond to such requests. With broad dissemination of the new recommendation process, it is anticipated that we will
have a better way to prescreen cases. You are all encouraged to contact Holly Kearl at kearlh@aauw.org if you are
aware of a case that should be considered by LAF, including cases currently supported by LAF, and she will send you
the recommendation form. Following the recommendation process, litigants (and/or their lawyers) in cases that
appear to merit consideration will be contacted and given a data collection form that will be used by the Educational
Foundation Program Committee in their assessment of the case. The process will proceed as described in the LAF
Case Support Criteria & Review Process document.

Compellingly original in its conceit, Brennert's sweeping debut novel tracks the grim struggle of a Hawaiian woman who contracts
leprosy as a child in Honolulu during the 1890s and is deported to the island of Moloka'i, where she grows to adulthood at the
quarantined settlement of Kalaupapa. Rachel Kalama is the plucky, seven-year-old heroine whose family is devastated when first
her uncle Pono and then she develop leprous sores and are quarantined with the disease. While Rachel's symptoms remain mild
during her youth, she watches others her age dying from the disease in near total isolation from family and friends. Rachel finds
happiness when she meets Kenji Utagawa, a fellow leprosy victim whose iliness brings shame on his Japanese family. After a
tender courtship, Rachel and Kenji marry and have a daughter, but the birth of their healthy baby brings as much grief as joy,
when they must give her up for adoption to prevent infection. The couple cope with the loss of their daughter and settle into a
productive working life until Keniji tries to stop a quarantined U.S. soldier from beating up his girifriend and is tragically killed in the
subsequent fight. The poignant concluding chapters portray Rachel's final years after sulfa drugs are discovered as a cure,
leaving her free to abandon Moloka'i and seek out her family and daughter. Brennert's compassion makes Rachel a memorable
character, and his smooth storytelling vividly brings early 20th-century Hawaii to life. Leprosy may seem a macabre subject, but
Brennert transforms the material into a touching, lovely account of a woman's journey as she rises above the limitations of a
devastating illness.
