As one important example, AAUW will
continue to press the administration for a commitment to protect and strengthen Title IX, the landmark education law that
prohibits sex discrimination in federally funded educational programs. AAUW will also be looking to the administration to live up to
its campaign promises to not support school vouchers as part of its overall education reform plan & including those in
Washington, D.C.
"Our goal with this assessment is to educate the public about the issues critical to women and girls and motivate action,"
Hallman said. "We are absolutely nonpartisan, but we are unapologetically political about the issues that matter most to our

mission. We are committed to breaking through barriers so that all women have a fair chance."
