You can locate your local polling place using your zip code at Vote411.org or 
MyPollingPlace.com. Find out which forms of ID are required by visiting the Election Protection website at 866ourvote.org. 
Know Your Rights 
If you are an eligible voter, you have the following rights: 
If your name is not on the official voter list but you believe you are eligible to vote in that precinct, even if an election official 
challenges your vote, you have the right to cast a provisional ballot.  
If you are in line when the polls close, you are entitled to vote no matter how long it takes to get to the booth.  
In our state, employers must allow time to vote during the day. You can't be fired for being late due to long polling lines.  
You have the right to vote without being intimidated by anyone.  
Encourage Others to Vote  

Make voting a social outing; bring your friends and neighbors with you to vote.  
Wear your "I Voted" sticker the rest of the day to show your coworkers that you voted, and encourage them to vote, too.  
Forward this alert to your friends and family.  
What if Something Goes Wrong? 

First, document it. Try to get names. Write down exactly what happened, including the time of day, descriptions of the people 
involved, and any other details you can remember. Use your cell phone camera. Then, report it. Here's who to call: 
1-866-OUR-VOTE. Call as soon as possible after you encounter problems.  
Voters who believe they have been the victim of racial discrimination in voting should also contact the U.S. Department of 
Justice at 1-800-253-3931.

This was a news release from AAUW in the Washington Update!  Former SDSU Coach Wins Gender Discrimination Lawsuit 
Former San Diego State swim coach, Deena Deardurff Schmidt, has reached a $1.45 million settlement in her Title IX sex 
discrimination lawsuit against the school. Schmidt was the womenôs swim coach from 1994-2007 and alleged many instances of 
discrimination during her tenure, including ñunequal and inadequateò facilities, pay, practice times and administrative support. 
This lawsuit joins a slew of other gender based discrimination suits facing the California State School system recently. 
 Title IXôs impact on womenôs athletic participation is one of the countryôs greatest success stories. It has changed the playing 
field dramatically for girls and women in sports. AAUW strongly supports Title IX and opposes any efforts that would weaken its 
effectiveness. The AAUW Legal Action Fund works to combat sex discrimination in higher education and the workplace.

Our Wheaton-Glen Ellyn Branch is working together with three other AAUW branches in DuPage County to provide a 
one-day conference for Latina girls in the sixth through eighth grades.  The other Branches participating are Elmhurst, 
Downers Grove and Lombard.  The purpose of the conference is to empower these young Latina women to create an 
educational vision for their futures and then to start them on their way to making that vision a reality. 
 

Each girl will be encouraged to have her mother or another mentor attend with her.  Concurrent programs, one for the 
girls in English and another for the mothers/mentors in Spanish, will run.  It is critical to include the mothers in this program as we learned from 
Dr. Lourdes Ferrer at the October meeting.  She highlighted the influence of the mother in the Latino family and the importance of gaining her 
support as this will increase the chance of her daughter successfully achieving the dream of education.

Connie Baker, President, and other members of the Elmhurst Branch were inspired to develop this conference after learning of a similar 
successful program that had been developed by a California Branch of AAUW for high school Latinas.  They started the process by applying 
for a grant from National AAUW.  Information provided in the grant request explained the objectives of the conference would (1) support the 
mission of the AAUW Educational Foundation by encouraging the education and self development of the young Latina girls who attend and 
(2)promote a positive vision of the opportunities available through education.  Connie and her branch members were successful in obtaining 
partial funding from national AAUW and following that success, a contribution was made by our Illinois AAUW.

Next spring we will again offer the Reality Store program to eighth graders at Hadley Middle School in Glen Ellyn.  Our challenge 
before then is to update the display boards to reflect current prices in the different categories.  We are asking Branch members 
for help in this area.  If anyone would like to take on one of the categories:  housing, transportation, groceries, clothing, 
insurance, entertainment, childcare or utilities to update the costs, we would sincerely appreciate your help.  Perhaps there are 
members working in real estate or insurance, for example, for whom the task would prove pretty easy.   
 

For those of you unfamiliar with the Reality Store--it is a program that exposes 8th graders to the reality of household economics 
that they likely will face as young adults.

During the course of the morning, they progress through a series of stations to ñpurchaseò the above-mentioned necessities of 
independent living.   
 

The goal is for 
each student to have a positive account balance at the end of the session.  In any event, weôve found that there is quite a bit of 
surprise at the expenses of real life and a fair amount of ñfinancialò juggling going on as they consider how to make ends meet.
