Dennis McClendon, well-known Chicago geographer and historian, and author of a booklet
titled "The Plan of Chicago: A Regional Legacy," will speak about Daniel Burnham's 1909 Plan
% of Chicago. McClendon will share pictures of the Chicago that faced the planners a century
;@ ago, the grand visions they had for the city, and what actually resulted as the Plan of Chicago.

The original scheme made Chicago look a lot like Paris, including the buildings. The original planners did not even
invite the city of Chicago government to be involved in the planning, even then believing them to be too corrupt and
self-serving. City Planning in the United States became a specialized field within architecture and public policy, and
the Burnham Plan was a model.

Many of our Branch members read Carl Smith’s The Plan of Chicago: Daniel Burnham and the Remaking of the
American City last month. The Plan of Chicago was about parks, green space, and the evil of speculators in
overdeveloping cities. These issues face our cities and even our own communities today (Glen Ellyn folks - note the
current discussion regarding green space.)

The Burnham Plan is not a static thing. It was never fully implemented. City planning today in Chicago and
elsewhere reflects that 100 year old vision of Burnham. Mr. McClendon will give us a perspective on Chicago then
and now and challenges facing cities today.

Thanks to all who contacted me with ideas on dealing with our “Blue Bin” competition for book donations. (see
October Twigs) The companies involved may not be doing anything illegal, but their misrepresentation of “books for
charity” deserves some follow-up. In a nutshell, they are requesting book donations “for charity” but they admit in
their annual report that 80% of donated books contribute to their bottom line profitability. Most books collected in blue
bins are either resold on Amazon or EBay or sold for pulp recycling. With Sarah Peck’s help, I'm going to begin a
letter-writing campaign. First, we will contact the companies involved and question them about the misleading labels
on the blue bins. Next, we will notify Better Business Bureau and the Attorney Generals of the states in which the
bins are located. If those steps do not result in changes, we will go to investigative reporters at newspapers and/or
TV. We will be writing these letters as individuals, not representing AAUW. We’ll keep you posted as we begin.

A plaintiff supported by the AAUW Legal Advocacy Fund has won her latest legal battle over allegations of sex-based
pay discrimination at Berea College in Kentucky. Claire Schuster, a tenured associate professor of nursing, sued the
institution for sex discrimination in pay in violation of the Kentucky Civil Rights Act.

The Kentucky Supreme Court issued an Aug. 19" ruling in favor of Schuster, remanding for a new trial. Her lawyers can now use
important discovery at her next state trial.

Schuster alleged, in part, that Berea's all-female nursing department had hired its first male faculty member at a salary that
exceeded the salaries paid to female nursing faculty members and that he had been hired directly into the associate professor
rank despite his lack of required experience.

Berea College charges no tuition and admits only academically promising students, primarily from Appalachia with limited
economic resources. It recently received a four year, $214,000 grant for its GEAR UP program to increase the number of women
and underrepresented populations in science, technology, engineering, and math (or STEM) fields. These funds are provided by
the Department of Education through the Women's Educational Equity Act; this program promotes better enforcement of Title IX,
the federal law that prohibits sex discrimination in any educational program receiving federal funds.

"AAUW is pleased that this latest ruling will help move the Schuster case forward. We stand with Claire and support her right to
a trial on her claim for fair treatment,” said AAUW Executive Director Linda D. Hallman. "It's past time that employers treat their
employees fairly, regardless of gender, but far too often women still face harassment and discrimination in the workplace. That
can never be tolerated, but feels especially egregious in these tough economic times."

Schuster has traveled to various AAUW events to update members on her case, which AAUW has supported since 2003.
Schuster said she was relieved to find that "a national organization recognizes that what happened was very wrong."
