Title IX'in High School Athletics Project: In collaboration with the AAUW Research Department and the Legal Aid Society of
San Francisco, LAF plans to release a new tool kit and Program in a Box in the fall on Title IX enforcement in high school
athletics. Title IX is being challenged every day by high schools and colleges athletic departments.

Case Updates

In the spring of 2008, the lawyers for the three Legal Advocacy Fund-supported Feather River Community College cases
submitted closing and reply briefs from their November 2007 trial to the California State Personnel Board. The key issue in all
three cases is retaliation for complaints of sex discrimination in violation of Title IX. After more than a year, the judge in the state
board hearings submitted in July 2009 a decision in favor of all three plaintiffs. The California State Personnel Board rejected the
ruling, however, and said it will decide the case itself after further written or oral arguments.
