1. Educational Opportunities Fundd The Board recommends the following:
a. Contribute $12,500 to the Marjorie Robinson/Katharine Storm Research and Project Grant
b. Increase local scholarship funding to four scholarships at $1000 each
Rationale: Because of the successful Book Sale and Reserve Funds, there is sufficient money to increase our R&P contribution
by $5000 (raising our annual $7500 to $12,500 as above) and increase local awards from $750 to $1000 (for a total of $4000).

This comes close to Branch policy targets of 80/20 for association/local awards (being 76/24). Note also the projected income
for the 2011 Book Sale is again more than $10,000, reflecting a necessary commitment on the part of every Branch member.

2. Operations Fund.d0 The Board recommends the following:
- Move $1,500 from General Reserves to three Designated Reserve funds as follows: 1) $500 to Community Action Projects
Fund 2) $500 to Convention and Leadership Fund 3) $500 to Special Program.

Rationale: The General Reserves Fund has increased to a level generally deemed appropriate to distribute. The Board felt that
the three funds identified above needed increases in order to function better. Community Action Projects will go to Atrevete,
Convention Fundtohel p facilitate the Branch pr &AUWCenrentidorsin Vdashinggan®.£€n c e
and Special Programs to improved programs in future years.

LAFssupported plaintiff CI ationrcase &airstiBseréaeCollégs (KY)das cotdluded in anmi n
undisclosed settlement. AAUW disbursed more than $60,000 to Schuster over four years, and she spoke at several
state conventions and at the 2007 national convention. Schuster has always been appreciative of AAUW support.

Amicus Brief: AAUW signed an amicus brief for the recently decided U. S. Supreme Court case Christian Legal Society v.
Martinez. The court had to decide whether or not the University of California Hastings College of Law could deny school funding
to a religious student organization because the grouwpofbans
denying funds to the group. In a 5-4 decision, the Supreme Court upheldt he | aw s ¢ .hRead mérson the AAUW glog.

AAUW was instrumental in the passage of Title X, which prohibits sex discrimination in federally funded education programs
and activities. The AAUW Legal Advocacy Fund announced recently that it is awarding $11,500 to the Women's Law Project to
support the lawsuit Foltz et al. v. Delaware State University. The lawsuit was filed by 15 members of the Delaware State
University (DSU) women's equestrian team to challenge the university's decision to eliminate the team and replace it with
competitive cheerleading. The suit, which alleges that the school failed to provide equal athletic opportunities to DSU's female
students, has been approved as a class action

The U.S. District Court for Connecticut ruled just last week on a case involving similar issues. In that case, Biediger v.
Quinnipiac University, the university eliminated a women's volleyball team to replace it with competitive cheerleading. U.S.
District Judge ruled that cheerleading did not qualify as a varsity sport under Title IX and that, therefore, the university failed to
provide equal athletic participation opportunities for women.

"Judge Underhill's decision in the Quinnipiac University case sent a strong message to schools that clear-cut discrimination
against women athletes will not and should not be tolerated. AAUW is hoping for the same common sense outcome in the
Delaware State University case," said Lisa Maatz, AAUW director of public policy and government relations.

AAUW provides financial and organizational support for cases that have the potential to provide significant protection for all
women. The funds come directly from the generous AAUW members (and Branchesi this Branch among them) who support the
Legal Advocacy Fund.
